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General Expectations

Parent Participation
The most effective religious formation happens when parents and the catechetical staff work together. We ask parents to participate
with their children by accepting  the following responsibilities:

2 Be responsible to bring their book and any other materials requested by their catechist. Complete assigned homework on time.
3 Show respect of self, others, and property at all times.
4 Be open to personal prayer, group prayer and parish liturgies.
